Uniting Church Basis of Union paragraph 3.  BUILT UPON THE ONE LORD JESUS CHRIST

The Uniting Church acknowledges 
that the faith and unity of the Holy 
Catholic and Apostolic Church are 
built upon the one Lord Jesus 
Christ. The Church preaches Christ 
the risen crucified One and 
confesses him as Lord to the glory 
of God the Father. 



The faith of the church  is not 
determined by the church according to 
our culture.   

What we believe is ‘handed on’ to us as 
a gift from God in Christ Jesus to be 
‘confessed’ in faith.

“For I received from the Lord what I 
also handed on to you”       1 Corinthians 11: 23 





UCA Assembly endorses R84 (2003) and R108 

(2006) which endorses fakasotoma as an 

appropriate sexual ethic for its ordained ministers. 

As a result the church “departs” (to become 

apostate) from the faith. 

Hebrews 3: 12

See to it, brothers, that none of you has a sinful, 

unbelieving heart that turns away from the living 

God”.

issue of Sexuality & Leadership  







• UCA leaders control information that is  

released into the public domain. 

• They say ‘nothing has changed’ despite  

protest by well over 24, 000 people in 

2003.

• Grace, compassion, tolerance & Love 

are misused to mean „acceptance‟ of sin 

“fakasotoma”. 



• UCA Members and ministers who are vocal  

regarding the apostasy of the church are labelled as 

„trouble makers‟. Loyalty and love for the church is 

questioned. 

• Criticisms that say that “the church should 

always give priority to compassion [love/grace] as 

distinct from right beliefs”  MUST BE REJECTED. 

• Jesus was full of compassion but never  

compromised the truth.   Compassion and Truth 

must go together. You cannot have one without the 

other. 





2 Timothy 4:1-3  

1. In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will 
judge the living and the dead, and because he is 
coming to rule as King, I solemnly urge you 2  to 
preach the message, to insist upon proclaiming it 
(whether the time is right or not), to convince, 
reproach, and encourage, as you teach with all 
patience. 3  The time will come when people will not 
listen to sound doctrine, but will follow their own 
desires and will collect for themselves more and more 
teachers who will tell them what they are itching to 
hear.
